Show Me Character
Trustworthiness - includes honesty, promise
keeping and loyalty.
e Only exhibit animals you raised and trained
yourself
e Show your animal that they can trust you to do
what'’s in their best interest
e Be on time to shows so everyone can start on
time
o Enter in the proper weight class and age
category for your animal
Respect - includes courtesy and proper treatment of
people and things.
e Take care of other's animals too; remember
each animal is a pet to someone
o Show appreciation to those who help you
complete your projects
¢ Always congratulate the winner of the show, no
matter how you place
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Show Me Character (Continued)
Responsibility - includes the pursuit of excellence,
accountability and perseverance.
e Do your part in raising your animals
¢ Make sure you have all of your supplies ready
to go so you have everything you need to show
e Try to pay for your own supplies to prove that
you can care for your animal
Fairness - involves consistently applying rules and
standards appropriately for different age groups and
ability levels.
e Make sure you raise your animal with help from
mom and dad only when you need it
o Follow all rules for entering and showing in
competitions
Caring - promoting the well being of people and
things in a young person's world. It denotes action
and not just feelings.
e Do your chores to help your animals stay
healthy and happy
o Reward your animals with praise and treats no
matter how they perform in shows
Citizenship - includes making the home community
and county a better place to live for themselves and
others.
¢ Find ways to use your animal for good in your
community
¢ Follow the rules, no matter how unfair they may
seem
e Teach others what you know
e Be open to learning from others
